Pastor Josefat, is one such believer who has personally 
experienced persecution. He loves the Lord and 

he shares the Gospel with the unsaved and plants new 
churches in nearby villages. New mosques are being 
built in many villages across Africa. Mayuge, Uganda is no 
exception. It is a known key Muslim area in Uganda with 
93% of the population being Islamic.

One Sunday morning, Muslim extremists surrounded 
their church building while they were gathering and 
enjoying fellowship. Once the service was over, the 
entire congregation was chased out of the building. The 
building was set alight and the mob threw stones at the 
believers. Added to this, Josefat received numerous death 
threats from the Muslims in his community. 

These things are not only happening in the Middle 
East, but also in Africa. This is the harsh reality that Pastor 
Josefat and his community faces daily. 

Why would they keep on evangelising the lost and 
making disciples if their lives are already threatened? 

This is what Jesus expects of us: obedience to the Great 
Commission – to be faithful witnesses and not  
fear death.

Pastor Josefat’s story reminds me of Matthew 5:15 – 
16 that says, “Neither do people light a lamp and put it 
under a bowl. Instead they put it on its stand, and it gives 
light to everyone in the house. In the same way, let your 
light shine before others, that they may see your good 
deeds and glorify your Father in heaven.”

They are shining lights in their community and 
sharing the hope of our Lord Jesus Christ with the lost. 
Thanks to your prayers, it was possible for pastor Josefat 
to build a wooden structure that is serving as their new 
church building. We praise the Lord for His mercies  
and provision. 

People might wonder why Josefat does not simply 
take his family and move to a “safer” environment. The 
answer is quite simple: he believes that the Lord has

Harvesters Ministries uses exactly the same model to multiply church 
growth and disciples across the globe. Every pastor who is part of the 
Harvesters Ministries program has the potential to plant 40 churches with the 
help of student pastors. They train a student pastor for each church and each 
student pastor goes out and plants three more churches for which they train 
more student pastors. This model effectively leads to discipleship where we 
have disciples who make more disciples.
